Care of Garnets

Garnets rate 7.0 to 7.5 on the Moh's Hardness 
scale and are fair to good in toughness.  You should avoid any activity 
that could cause unnecessary contact while wearing a garnet.  As with
other gemstones, you should avoid exposure to hairspray, perfumes or 
lotions, so they should be the last thing you put on in the morning and the 
first thing you take off in the evening.  

Garnets can be cleaned with warm, soapy water and a soft-bristled 
brush.  It is also safe to use ultrasonic cleaners.  Never use steam 
cleaners to clean a garnet.  Store them individually away from other 
jewelry to avoid them scratching softer gemstones and to avoid them 
being scratched by harder gemstones.
